• Measures of Academic Progress (MAP) Assessment (Reading and Math) 
Ø Nine most recent test sessions  -  Reading and Math (considering Fall, Winter, 

& Spring) 
All sessions points averaged to give overall academic score (0 to 5) 

 

On each test: 
o 97th Percentile – 5 points 
o 95th Percentile – 3 points 
o 90th Percentile – 1 point 
o Lower than 90th Percentile – zero points 

 
Classroom Performance 

• Renzulli Rating Scales – Learning, Motivation, Creativity, Reading, & Math 
Ø Each Scale has questions on a 6 point scale.
