If you do not have a certified copy (a copy with a raised seal) of your child’s birth certificate and the child was born in 
Cook County, you may obtain a birth certificate in one of 5 methods:

! Note: Be sure to include your phone number with your mail request.

Or download an application to mail. Fill out the application and mail it along with a photocopy of a current and valid 
acceptable form of identification and a check or money order made payable to the DuPage County Clerk to:

The fee is $14 for the first copy and $2 for each additional copy of the same certificate, requested at the same time.
