District 58 supports learning to meet the needs of all students. We vetted and adopted new English-Language Arts resources in 2018
and Science resources in 2019, and we plan to adopt new Math resources in 2020 and Social Studies resources in 2021. We proudly
equip our teachers with rigorous and updated curricular materials to help our students succeed!

The State of lllinois awarded all District 58 schools with either an Exemplary or Commendable academic designation in 2019.
54% of District 58 schools earned Exemplary, the State's highest school designation.
By comparison, 27% of DuPage County schools and 10% of lllinois schools earned the Exemplary rating.

The median District 58 student scores at the 70th percentile in Math and the 76th percentile in Reading.

Plus, our Grove Children's Preschool program earned back-to-back Gold Ratings from the State of lllinois Preschool Audit. This is
the highest rating a preschool can earn for excellence in teaching and learning!
