We've continued to be frustrated how heavily weighted the MAPS testing is in determining chlldren s group placement

in school. Making an assessment of such young children based on standardized testing and "advancing" some
children while leaving others behind because their scores aren't high enough is extremely disappointing and
frustrating. We were told that in our third grader's class, the students lhat were selected for advanced math were

chosen exclusively because of their MAPS score. Because our child's score wasn't high enough, he is left behind even

There were people sitling behind the desk but it would be much
more welcoming and inviting if they were greeting people by the door shaking hands and pointing you in the right
direction of your child's classroom. It does not take much to show a friendly face and welcoming handshake at some of
these evenls so the communily could sense and see that lhe school cares and wants 1o be part of the community.
Second, communication could also be better from teachers and the principal at- school. The teachers from my
experience have minimal communication through a few pictures online. | would love to have newsletters/blog some
type of updates on what my child is learning withoul having 1o ask for it. They are more then happy to answer
questions but | just wish the information was shared without having to ask. Everyone wants to know what their child is
learning in school other then reports cards and curriculum night. The principal also shares a monthly newsletier and is
on twitter but again the information is minimal and vague. As working parents or even stay at home parent's
communication is the only way we can see what our children are learning and how the school is running as far as
initiatives, awards, and celebrating children. There are no whole school initiatives for behavior or celebrating children’s
success. If there are these types of awards or recognition again it is not shared or communicated with parents.
Communication is a way for parents to feel that they are part of the school community and their child's education.
@B the principal of GEEEEE is always sharing on twilter. He shares what is happening in the teachers' classrooms
and in his school. You can tell he is actively in the classroom and is celebraling his teachers and students. Students
should know the principal and be having positive interactions with them. Having access to technology all the
administrators and teachers should be expected to communicate at a more equal level. The students can even start
school newspapers using blogs, twitter, or facebock pages to share with parents. Fifth and sixth grade students could
easily start an online school newspaper under teacher supervision and share school happenings each week featuring
a different classroom. Downers Grove has all this technology but teachers, administrators and even students don't use
these tools to share what is happening in the schools equally wilh the community. Parents are only invited in the
school for the holiday parties. There are no guest readers or parent volunteers in the classroom. If this is going to be
lhe case we should a least be welcomed through teacher newsletters or more communication from the school. | am
concerned about the math instruction my child is receiving in Downers Grove. In third grade students take the PARCC
assessment and are expected to answer multiply step math problems. The students are also expected to explain in
written form their thought process on how these math problems are solved. It concerns me that Downers Grove uses a
scope and sequence that provides a page worksheet as an example of concepts and standards. Worksheets are
never the best way to learn. There is not of lot of work coming home that shows my child practicing extended
response. It worries me that our district does not have a math program that foliows the common core with common
language and preparation for he PARRCC test.
